The Chairman continued to explain issues relating to the breaches of 
Standing Orders and Councillor Draper proposed that Councillor Wilson be 
removed from the Finance Committee and the Finance Sub Committee and 
that Councillor Kenyon be removed from the Finance Sub Committee. This 
was seconded by Councillor Wootton.
