073      PUBLIC QUESTION TIME

16 members of the public and 1 member of the press were present.


Mr. Warren (Hemsworth) stated that he thought that public question time was 
to be extended to 20 minutes. The Chairman stated that this had not been 
agreed by the Town Council.


Mr. Evans (Hemsworth) stated that the Chief Executive at Wakefield who is 
on a high salary had allowed non-payment of Council Tax which equated to 
millions of pounds of which was subsidized by other tax payers and did the 
Chairman not think this was immoral. The Chairman stated that he did not 
wish to comment.


Mr. Evans asked how much the new Community Hall was going to cost. The 
Chairman stated that Mr. Evans had asked this question on numerous 
occasions and had been given an answer.


Mr. Stratford (Hemsworth) gave an item of correspondence to the Chairman 
and proceeded to read out the questions he wished a written reply on under the 
Freedom of Information Act. These questions related to the staffing at the 
Council office.  The Chairman stated that a written reply would be forwarded 
to Mr. Stratford.


Mr. S. Deighton (Hemsworth) stated that he was very concerned over the 
heavy traffic coming through Hemsworth especially  along Barnsley Road and 
the fact that he would like to see a weight limit (7 ½ tons) along this road.


The Chairman stated that his comments would be passed to the District 
Council.

Mr. Warren stated that he was unhappy with the fact that a meeting had taken 
place in relation to the Miners event and that despite the Council agreeing to 
him coming to a meeting for the event he had not been asked.


The Clerk stated that she had already discussed this matter with Mr. 
Warren and explained the circumstances surrounding the meeting.
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073      PUBLIC QUESTION TIME - continued


John Turner (Hemsworth) asked what impact the Adizone and Swimming Pool 
would have on the Town Council’s new facilities. The Chairman stated that he 
hoped 
more people would come to these facilities which in-turn should bring 
more users to our facilities.


Lyn Thorley (Hemsworth) stated that Hemsworth Town Council should look 
to be getting the “Pay Back” groups to clean up Hemsworth as it was in an 
appalling stated. The Chairman stated that he would discuss this matter with 
the Clerk.


Mr. Barratt (Kinsley) asked what was happening with the Windsurfer. The 
Chairman stated that the Town Council is aiming to have the building open in 
the near future.


Mr. Curran (Fitzwilliam) highlighted how much the Water Park had cost to 
build 20 years ago and the fact that the Council now had a hot-dog stand on 
site and he would like to ask Councillor Eccles his opinion on this matter as 
Councillor Eccles was an expert.

The Chairman stated that questions are to be directed through the Chair and 
Mr. Currans comments had been noted.


Mr. Curran stated that when he had attended a Finance Committee meeting the 
Chairman of that meeting had refused an individual Councillor to answer a 
question he had put forward and had the Clerk minuted that fact as he had 
asked her to do. The Chairman’s stated that the Clerk had minuted Mr. Currans 
point.


Mr. Hirst (Hemsworth) stated that this Town Council had not allowed people 
to have a vote on selling the complex and that the sale had not gone out to 
tender and as far as he was concerned the only people that wanted the new 
facilities were the Councillors and Saul’s.


The Chairman thanked the members of the public for their questions and 
moved on to the next agenda item.
